South of the Border Fiesta/ a community development project to build a bridge to the Latino community in order to appreciate them and partner with them  in the solving of strategic problems in the community that hinder the effective assimilation of Latinos (the largest minority)  into the US for mutual best interest. The annual event includes a Soccer Tournament, a Concert, Taste of Latino Food Court, Pro Soccer Clinic , Employer- Employee family connection, and an  Inspirational Challenge along with opportunities for the entire family through business, government and community services including faith-based partnerships.

Lesea Broadcasting, owner of Middle East TV, with a viewership of 73 million homes and public places in the Middle East , has offered prime time viewing of this creative presentation that uses Media celebrities, state of the art multi-media presentations and US youth forum to attract the interest of Middle East youth who are interested in what the US does and thinks… especially the future leaders of the US , the youth.  Initial pilot programming with proper marketing hopes to provide the proof of viewership interest by youth in the Middle East that will attract private and public donations and or investments to create a series of ‘Word on the Street’ specials . 

2005> 2 pilots costing $125,000 reaching 1 Billion in audience potential (10% viewership)

2006> 4 pilots costing $250,000 reaching 1 Billion in audience potential (20% viewership)

2007> 8 pilots costing $500,000 reaching 1 Billion in audience potential (30% viewership) 
Planet Ventures will require a 25% leadership start up fee in each project in order to create a sustainable organization by the end of 2007 in order to position itself as the Research and Development organization of the progressive faith-based movement. 
In 2007, 25% of a total budget of a total of $2million for 3 enterprises equals $250,000 annual budget 

Right Time- After 9/11, many Americans have been awakened to the need for proactive leadership initiatives that are preventative and corrective in reconciling intractable problems that threaten to create a social and spiritual airborne virus that can create economic, social, spiritual and environmental consequences and catastrophes. More and more leaders see strategic partnerships and alliances as the only way to create synergies for effectiveness and profit, both social and spiritual.
Right Opportunity- The impact of globalization has led to the potential for quantum leaps for good or evil if seized by creative and innovative leaders in the key sectors of society in synergism.
